ATHLETIC TRAINING–Expectation Sheet 2015-2016
Purpose:  This course offers students an opportunity to experience a career in sports medicine.  Students will be given the opportunity to use athletic training techniques in real life situations.  During the internship portion of the class students can practice their skills in, first aid, preventative taping, and rehabilitation to make every athlete reach their full potential.   The classroom will be the opportunity to learn about the most effective ways of treating and educating the athlete.
